Monday's P2 Week Email - Getting Smarter

It's the first day of National Pollution Prevention Week! During this week, simply take a little time to consider the concept of Pollution Prevention (P2) remembering that the heart of P2 is really just efficiency -- producing with less waste, cutting costs off the front and back ends, taking advantage of good ideas and new technologies, learning from what others are doing, and continually getting better at what you do.
