New show performers and technical crew members are select-
ed each year from soldiers stationed in the U.S. and abroad, who
submit applications and attend final auditions at Fort Belvoir,
Va., early in the spring. Once selected, the soldiers spend six
weeks in rehearsal, participating in aerobic workouts, vocal
coaching, dance training and learning how to assemble and dis-
mantle the stage. The technical crew learns computer-based
lighting and audio.

In addition to learning choreography, performers memorize
the lyrics to 50 or more songs during their 12-hour day
rehearsals.

Once on the road, the crew puts in 14-hour days, as they
offload, load, set up and dismantle the equipment needed at each
performance stop.

The cast tours from mid-May through mid-November, per-
forming more than 100 times, with stops at Army installations in
the U.S. and overseas.

This year, the cast has performed in Korea and Guam in addi-
tion to dozens of stateside military installations.

Past APG performances of the Soldier Show have opened to
standing room only crowds, so those wishing to attend the pub-
lic performance on Nov. 13 may want to get there early to assure
a seat.
