Reemployment Rights Act addresses job security for the deployed

The Uniformed Sevices Emplgment and
Reemplgment Rights Act, or USERRA,
ensues théa membes of the unibrmed sevices
do not lose their jobs or empliment beneafs
based on their militgr sevice. USERRA also
protects the ight of wetemans, resewists,
National Guad membes, and cetain other
membes of the unibrmed sevices to edaim
their cvilian emplogment after being lzsent
due to militay sewice or taining

A person who leares a arilian job wluntar
ily or involuntaily for the pupose of peldrm-
ing sewice in the unibrmed sevices is entitled
to retum to his or her job if theollowing elig-
bility criteria of USERRA ag met:

- The indvidual's job is pemanent, as
opposed to tempary. USERRA potects all
pemanent jobs with the d&a govemment,all
brandhes of theddenl govemment,and pivate
employers.

- The individual notifes the emplger olly
or in wiiting of his upcoming militar sewice
before learing for actve duty

- The indvidual is avay from the cvilian job
for no moe than aifre-year cunulative perod.
Periodic and special Ressx and Né&onal
Guad training, sewice duing war or naonal
emepgencies,and sevice lasting longr than

- The indvidual’s time of serice whether in
the reseve component or on agé duty is bar
acteized as,honoible or geneal upon dis
chamge.

- The indvidual retuns to work promptly. If
the indvidual perbrms military sewvice 1 to 30
days, he is equired to etum to the irst shift
that begins after sad travel from his duty stéon
plus eight hows to est. If the indiidual per
forms military sewice for 31 to 180 dgs, he
must submit a witen gplicaion for reemplgy-
ment within 14 dgs after completing militgr
sewice. If the indvidual perbrms militayy ser
vice for 181 dgs or moe, he is equired to sub
mit the goplication within 90 dgs. The gplica
tion need onf indicae thda the indvidual
worked thee bebre, is retuming from military
sewvice, and equestseemplyment pusuant to
USERRA.The equest ér reemplyment is not
required to be in witing, but it's a god idea to

receve up to 18 months of werage from the
employer’'s health planput the emplger can
pass on the full cosincluding the compayis
shag, to the emplgee

- The indvidual's position is einstded
immedidely if he is avay 30 dgs or less; hw-
ever, after longr perods of sevice, the indk
vidual is einstded within a éw days.

- The indvidual’s staus and senidty is pro-
tected dung military sewice. Therefore, the
individual receves the samearses and @mo-
tions as his pesmhile he is avay.

- The individual is entitled to &ining on

individual retums to the aiilian job.

- USERRA pohibits discimination based
on military sewvice or militay sewice obiga
tion.

- While USERRA guaantees céain piotec
tions, the indvidual ma/ have adlitional rights
and potections under sta lav, contract,or cok
lective bagaining areements. Under the
United Stées CodeTitle 38, sections 4301-33,
USERRA afords indviduals the ight to sue
employers in fedeal cout for wrongful temi-
naion. If the lavsuit is successfuthe indvid-
ual ma recover cout costs and easonble

There ae five
Force Potection Condition leels.

As intelligence pesonnel a8 made ware of
an inceasing thea, the Force Pptection
Condition lerel moves flom Nomal to Alpha,
Bravo, Chatie and Delta. Commandgconsid
er the thed level as a ky element in detenin-
ing entance to their instaltons.As the thea
level increasesprocedues designed to ptect
the populéion increase

“It is vital tha all pesonnel be p#ent
regarding potential delgs and incomeniences,
said de Kafl, chief of the intelligence d¥ision,
Directorte of Lav Enforcement and Secity.
Kaffl said sgeral ways to educe these deta
are to emove excess items &m \ehides, car
pool if possilke, and once on the instalten,
reduce tips into and out of the post. Mayeas
may also assistystaggering the work hours of
their pesonnel.

As pat of protecting APG, “all personnel
should be ppared to stop fathe gite arytime
they are enteing the installion and poduce
proper identiication,” Kaffl said

“When Force Potection Condition leel
Delta is in placeonly emplo/ees identied as
essential shouldeport to work,” Kaffl said The
essential paonnel detemination is made 1
the emplgee’s chain of commandAll person
nel should beware of their steus. If you do not
know if you ae considezd essential psonnel,
ask your supevisor.

Force Ppotection Condition meases indude
a wide ange of secuty related actvities other
than just access cootrat the gites. Mary of
these meases ae intentionay random in
nature and designed to gent an adersary
from obseving a pdtem tha they could use to

roof. A visual inspection @&s perbrmed a a
number of air etuns and rhaust ents and
there was &idence of soot along the habys
of the ffth floor, Coridors 7 though 9,Rings

A-E. Levels of carbon monade were detected
at Coridor 2, Ring A (outside the mdwanical
room) d three pars per million (vell belov
estdlished health based guidelines).
Comnunicdion with the Sadty and Utilities
staf is ongping to ensur tha the air handling
system is leanedfilters replaced and complete
maintenance pesfmed as a nteer of piority.

The aea immeditely surounding the air
craft impact aea (Coridors 4,5, and pats of
Corridors 2 and 6) is under the dat contol of
the FBI. USACHPPM pesonnel ag¢ coodinat-
ing with the FBI Hazatous Mderial Response
Unit.

An individual loiteing, walking though or
suspicioust obseving govemment lildings,
people or actities who has no alid reason to
be in tha area.

A stranger asking uosual, personal, or
detailed questionsegarding installaion or
other Army Materiel Command pesonnel,
buildings or actiities.

A person taking pictugs or making sitdhes

An unusual, oversized or ingproprately
paiked \ehide, patticulady in the vicinity of a
large goup of people building or special
event.

An abandoned pael or suitcase

Phone callsgquesting indrmation regarding
installgion actvities, such as thoseegarding
secuity procedues.All calls should beefered
to the Pubic Affairs Ofice and if suspicious to
the Police Desk.

Rescue engineers assist at Pentagon

“Nobody really believed we'd ever
have to do thisand thee’s no ecuse or
what actualy hgppened said Spec
Mark Mims, a rescue engeer whose

children understanding terrorism

For the frst time in American histoy the
United Stées has xpelienced coatinated ter
rorist dtadks in seeral locdions.

We ae all shoked grieved fearful and
angered ty the &pelience Most of us valk
around feling tha something lile this could
never hapen to us.

Now tha it has,we hae to deal with thia
reality.

Children will have varied reactions to this
expelience However, they may not hae the
oppotunity or aility to express their éelings
as adults do.

So, as paents, cargivers and tedeers we
will have to help the leildren ind positve and
constuctive ways to express their éelings.

Wha we all ae dealing with is a @is, and
principles of cisis intevention stée thd it is
important to ty to read a stée of balance as
soon as possid, in order to etum to our pevi-
ous level of functioning

For children,this means §iing to estalish as
much of a saé and secur ervironment as pes
sible. Try to use eery oppotunity to reinforce
for your dhild tha they will be sak. Reasswe
your dild tha the adults in their |é ae doing
their best to &ep things lile this fom hapen
ing. Point out to them thiatheArmy, the police
and the ifemen ae thee to help.

Most impotantly, keep in mind tha children
will obsewe hav the signifcant adults in their
life ae handling the ¢sis, so it is impotant to
remain calm and yrto maintain outines and
stability at home

So,what feelings ae cildren likely to have?
Shod, fear confusion and arey ae all possi
ble reactions. If a lild has been toled moe
directly by these #ads, if a family member or
close fiend or eldive has been huor killed in
an incidenta cild’s reactions ar likely to be
more intense

If a child withdraws, try to gently draw the
child out by getting him or her to talkyrite, or
draw about their gelings.

Honest, simple discussions of oyr owvn
reactions mg help.

It is imporitant to allev your dildren to talk
about their €elings and their undgianding of
what has hapenedAsk them questionsbaut
what they know so you can assess the@action
and undestanding False eassuances and sim
ply dismissing their das ae gneally not
helpful.

How well they undestand it and he well
they will be ale to epress themsebs will
depend on their ge. Parents and cagivers
should also tad age and deelopmental leel
into consideation when telling their hildren
about the temorism. We dont want to gve dil-
dren moe than thg can handle

If there ae young diildren abund the house [

parents will want to limit the amount of tele

sion nevs coverage the dildren ae exposed to.
Constant imges of destiction mg be wer

whelming Presdool age and punger dildren

will mainly need to be assed tha they and
their family are sag, and desdptions of wha

has hapened should be simple

In addition to the emotions mentionedave,
young dildren mg tempoaiily regress in
some of their skills or Hmts.

Older dildren and teengers mg be moe
curious, may want to see mer of the ne/s cov-
erage, and should be encaaged to talk &out
their questions and theieélings.

It is a god idea ér paents to vetch the
newvs with their dildren. They will also need
reassuances thiathey are saé and will be ta&n
care of.

In ary crisis situdion, group suppdris very
beneicial. The sdool is an gcellent settingdr
this to occur so teabers and counselercan
encouege discussion of thevents andédelings
relaed to them in thelasspom. If your dild
attends a local rtenal stool, be avare of teas
ing which may occur in thasetting

While Eulopean nons hae expressed sel
idarity and sympthy with the United Sts,
children can sometimes beuel. Be sue to
make an oppdunity to speak with gur dild
about wha is being said in their sool.

Finally, parents, cargivers and tedoers
should be ware of moe serus eactions.
Changes in sleping or eéing patems, mood
changes (anxiety irritability, and a@gressve-
ness),withdrawal or stool refusal vhich per
sists,may require moe dtention.
