NAF selects employees of the year

Actionable Intelligence means pro-
viding commanders and Soldiers a
high level of situational understanding,
delivered with speed, accuracy and
timeliness, in order to conduct success-
ful operations, according to the charter
of the focus area task force on the sub-
ject. 

Actionable Intelligence is not per-
fect intelligence — commanders need
to be trained on what intelligence can
be reasonably delivered and what can-
not, said the Army’s top military intel-
ligence planner and policy maker.

Lt. Gen. Keith Alexander, Army G2,
gave members of the Pentagon press
corps a snapshot April 8 of what Task
Force Actionable Intelligence has
found since it was created last fall and
how its initiatives will transform the
way military intelligence will operate
in the future.

One of the ways the task force hopes
to change in the Army is making every
Solider a sensor that quickly reports the
Soldier’s slice of the battlefield into a
digital network.

Combat Soldiers are trained to
report what they believe to be critical
information up the chain of command.

However, that report takes time as it
makes it through the chain, and the
information that is reported is often fil-
tered. By the time it makes it to where
it might be acted on, it is often too late
or incomplete, Alexander said.

A shared network, with each Soldier
having a means of digitally inputting
and sending what he sees, is where
Army is heading, Alexander said.
Progress in the area is being made, as
he said his action officers are in close
coordination with their counterparts in
G6 to develop and implement the infra-
structure, equipment, procedures and
tools needed for that network.

Looking at lessons learned from
Operation Enduring Freedom in
Afghanistan and Operation Iraqi
Freedom from the start of major hostil-
ities through recent observations of
current threats, the task force identified
127 issues that needed to be fixed as
soon as possible. Interim and perma-
nent solutions for all but a few of those
issues have already been implemented,
Alexander said. Some of those fixes
have been changes to procedures, soft-
ware updates and rapid fielding of new
equipment.

One of the biggest intelligence

Understanding PPD

Once the morning sickness has passed, the
weight gain has sustained itself, and the hard
work of labor is over, a mother looks forward to
sharing her life with her newborn, family and
friends, but instead  she experiences a feeling of
unhappiness. She may become overwhelmed
and depressed. 

These feelings are not uncommon. One in
every 10 women will experience postpartum
depression after childbirth.

They were not marching
for world peace or the save
the environment, but to save
their generation. 

The youths of the
Edgewood Area Child
Development Center looked
as cute as little flowers march-
ing to commemorate the
Month of the Child and Child
Abuse Awareness Month
April 22.

Escorted by Diana Hayes,
Army Community Service
Parents and Children Together
programmer, McGruff the

Crime Fighting Dog, CDC
staff members, and officers
from the EA police depart-
ment, the youths paraded
from the CDC to the EA
Youth Center parking lot and
back.

Each child wore a white
visor decorated with their
name to protect them from the
day’s bright sunlight. As the
older ones walked, the
younger ones were pushed in
strollers or pulled in wagons.
Some carried pom-poms and
others signs, proclaiming the
2004 theme, “Our Children
Are Our Future.”

and painted all the signs them-
selves, Hayes said.

After the parade, McGruff
and Hayes led the tying of a
blue ribbon, the symbol of
Child Abuse Prevention

EA CDC youths march
for kids’ sake

Research has shown that there are three
forms of depression that can occur after a
woman gives birth: the “baby blues,” PPD and
postpartum psychosis.

Baby blues are characterized by mild sad-
ness, tearfulness, anxiety, and irritability, often
for no reason, fluctuating moods, increased sen-
sitivity and fatigue. 

This typically takes place three to five days
after delivery and can last a few hours or days;
usually, resolving within 10 days after child-
birth. For most women the baby blues are short-
lived.  

Some researchers believe that women who
experience these symptoms are at risk for PPD,
which is a more severe form of depression later
in the postpartum period. Some women who
were diagnosed with PPD six weeks after deliv-
ery had the baby blues.

PPD is a major depressive episode that can
occur about 4 weeks after delivery. PPD is not
a special kind of depression. What makes PPD
unique is that depression will occur around the
same time as childbirth. How long it lasts varies
from woman to woman. Some women may feel
better within a few weeks, while others feel
depressed for months. Most women with PPD
have symptoms for more than 6 months, and if
untreated, 25 percent of patients are still
depressed a year later. 

Women who have a history of depression
may have PPD even longer. PPD should also be
differentiated from postpartum psychosis, the
most severe form of postnatal depression,
which affects about 0.1 to 0.2 percent of
women. Although rare, this condition is
extremely serious, disabling, and often requires
hospitalization. Women with postpartum psy-
chosis have delusions and hallucinations that
often focus on hurting themselves or their

babies. They need immediate medical care.
The causes 

Many experts believe that the leading theo-
ries about the cause of major depression focus
on the brain chemicals serotonin, norepineph-
rine, epinephrine and dopamine. 

Other researchers have proposed that
changes in the levels of these chemicals in spe-
cific parts of the brain can trigger depression. In
addition, hormonal imbalances may be a bio-
logical factor contributing to the development
of PPD. Estrogen and progesterone levels fall
by 90 to 95 percent in the first 48 hours after
delivery.  
Diagnosing PPD

A doctor is needed to diagnose PPD. Family
members able to recognize some of the warning
signs and symptoms can help decide if medical
attention is needed. Although the experiences of
women who have PPD vary considerably,
symptoms generally include several of the fol-
lowing: persistent low mood, feelings of inade-
quacy, failure, hopelessness, or helplessness,
exhaustion, emptiness, sadness, or tearfulness,
guilt, shame, or worthlessness, confusion, anxi-
ety, or panic and fear of harming the baby.  
Measuring risk 

One must understand the risk for developing
PPD. One or more of the following factors may
increase stress and lead to depression during the
postpartum period: previous PPD, lack of sup-
port from one’s partner, family, or friends, fam-
ily history of depression, labor/delivery compli-
cations for mother or baby, premature or late
delivery, being separated from the baby, diffi-
culties with the baby (health, temperament,
feeding, or sleeping problems), severe premen-
strual syndrome, marital problems, preexisting
psychological disorder

tests because everyone does
it, to let others pull our
weight because we can, to
accept everything as relative
because then we can rational-
ize our behavior, is denying
the existence of the very God
that our founders relied so
very much upon.

In an often ignored line
from his Inaugural Address
in January 1961, President
John F. Kennedy said, “The
rights of man come not from
the generosity of the state but
from the hand of God.” 

Remember what Moses
brought down from Mt. Sinai
are not called the ‘Ten
Suggestions.’

Quick facts about
periodical cicadas

Cicadas are often called locusts,
but locusts are migratory grasshop-
pers that often travel in vast swarms. 

The appearance of cicadas in
large numbers apparently caused the
early European settlers in North
America to equate them with the
plague of locusts mentioned in the
Bible. 

• Cicadas are said to make good
eating because they are low in fat
and high in protein. They are consid-
ered a delicacy by many people
around the world. The European set-
tlers in North America observed the
Indians eating them. During the last
emergence of Brood X cicadas in
1987, a number of people in
Cincinnati and Illinois were reported
to have tried deep-fried and stir-fried
cicadas. There was also talk of cica-
da pizzas and cicada candy, and local
newspapers printed cicada recipes.
Experts say that the best way to eat
cicadas is to collect them in the mid-
dle of the night as they emerge from
their burrows and before their skins
harden. When they are in this condi-
tion - like soft-shell crabs - they can
be boiled for about a minute. It is
said they taste like asparagus or
clam-flavored potato. 

• The animal world pigs out on the
cicada feast. Particularly, songbirds
make good use of the bonanza, and
their young are well supplied with
the nutritious insects. Moles are said
to flourish on the fully grown
nymphs in the weeks prior to emer-
gence. Other wild animals that enjoy
the advantage include snakes and
spiders. 

• Periodical cicadas are found
only in the United States east of the
Great Plains. The 17-year cicadas are
found mainly in the northern, east-
ern, and western part of their range.
The 13-year cicadas predominate in
the South. Within the 17-year
cicadas there are 12-year classes or
broods. This year it is Brood X
(Brood Ten) that is emerging, which
was last seen in 1987. It is consid-
ered to be the largest of the year

classes. 
• While different broods emerge

in different years, there are some
years in which there are no broods,
the so-called empty class years.
Broods generally are geographically
based, but there can be some over-
lapping. Some broods are found only
in small areas. Others, like Brood X,
can range across as many as 15 U.S.
states. 

• Only the males sing. The
females are lured to the sound and
fly nearer. A female responds to a
male with a flick of her wings. The
two gradually draw close to one
another until they meet for mating. 

• In China male cicadas are kept
in cages in people’s homes so that
the homeowners can enjoy the
cicadas’ songs. 

• Cicadas may give away their
pending emergence by building
thousands of “chimneys” or
“stovepipes” on the ground, espe-
cially near trees. They will emerge
through these structures when they
leave the ground and crawl up trees
and shrubs. 

• The transparent wings of cicadas
are said to filter out ultraviolet light.
People who have placed a cicada
wing on their skin prior to exposure
to the sun have noticed that they do
not tan under the wing. 

• Male cicadas die soon after mat-
ing. 

• Cicadas generally leave no last-
ing damage, except perhaps to young
trees and shrubs. After they have
bred and died, they leave the area lit-
tered with twigs and leaves that were
damaged when the females laid their
eggs. The remains of cicada bodies
may lie so densely on the ground that
there is a smell of decay, but the bod-
ies provide good nutrients for the
soil.

Focus said. Warfighting forces cur-
rently in the Central Command
area of operations have been
beefed up with a number of ad
hoc tactical HUMINT collec-
tion teams as well.

The greater need for tactical
HUMINT is because the threat
has changed in our lifetimes,
from facing a Cold War adver-
sary armed with lots of tanks
and artillery to an asymmetri-
cal enemy, Alexander

explained. The intelligence
community is no longer just
looking for a bunch of equip-
ment to identify where the
enemy is and determine what
his intentions might be; it is
also looking for individual
people, Alexander said.

The G2 said he is looking to
industry and academia to help
better organize and visually
present information from mul-
tiple intelligence databases.
The current system is much
like an Internet search using a
standard search tool that gives
you thousands of hits. Refining
your query until you get what
you are looking for is time-
consuming, Alexander contin-
ued.

There has to be a better way
of getting the data you need
than using a hierarchical
Industrial Age process when
we are living in the
Information Age, Alexander
said.

Situational awareness also
means sharing information
seamlessly across all levels —
from national intelligence
assets down to the Soldier on
the battlefield. That will
require a cultural change and a
lot of training, Alexander said.
(Editor’s note: This is part of a
weekly series on the 17 Army
focus areas. This one focuses
on “Actionable Intelligence.”)

Controlling PPD
Mothers feeling over-

whelmed with anger or frustra-
tion, can use these strategies to
control the PPD and not take
emotions out on the new baby
or rest of the family: 

• Relaxation - deep breath-
ing and relaxing can help calm
angry feelings. 

• Cognitive restructuring -
try replacing exaggerated or
overly dramatic thoughts with
more rational ones. 

• Problem solving - focus
on how you’re handling it. 

• Communication - the first
thing a mother should do if
becoming angry at the baby or
a family member is to slow
down and think through all
possible responses.  

• Humor - have the courage
to laugh at yourself occasion-
ally.

Maintaining the mother-
baby bond during depression
is essential. Here are some
things to do to strengthen that
bond:

• Nurse frequently, as often
as every 2 or 3 hours. 

• Provide a quiet place for
the baby to rest, and try to rest

when the baby does. Sleep is
important for mother and
child. 

• Hold and talk softly to the
infant often.  

• Involve others - partner,
family members, and friends -
in caring for the baby. 

• If there are other children
in the household, know that
they may be upset because of
all the attention the mother is
giving to the new baby. Take
time to be with each child indi-
vidually. Encourage older chil-
dren to help care for or play
with the new baby. 

With support from friends
and family and proper medical
attention, a woman with mild

symptoms of PPD will usually
feel better in 3 to 6 months. 

If symptoms are severe, or a
mother cannot care for herself
or her baby, hospitalization
may be necessary. 

Although some mothers
with PPD may passively
ignore their children’s needs,
other women may become vio-
lent or aggressive. They may
lose control and use physical
punishment to discipline their
infants.
