disabled employees earn a nominal wage and have a structured
and supportive work environment.

The Arc, a nationwide organization founded in 1950 by a
small group of parents and other concerned individuals, is a not-
for-profit volunteer agency that provides advocacy and support
services throughout the United States and in other countries to
adults and children with developmental disabilities, as well as to
their families. The Arc Northern Chesapeake Region has been
providing such services for Harford County since it was found-
ed in 1953 by a group of parents of children with disabilities. It
expanded its services in 2000 to include neighboring Cecil
County.

For years this organization operated a workshop, offering
people with disabilities a central facility where they could work.
Workshop employees decided they wanted a chance to work in
the larger community, so The Arc job developers sought
employment opportunities in surrounding communities and
helped people make the transition to their new work environ-
ments. The workshop program was discontinued in 1998.

Judy Matthews, who managed the Information Services Team
at the Developmental Test Command before becoming the com-
mand’s executive officer, said she was skeptical when she first
considered the idea of hiring developmentally disabled employ-
ees to sort and deliver the mail. But The Arc job coaches devel-
oped innovative ways to make the work easier for these employ-
ees to accomplish. Matthews now firmly believes that the work
arrangement with The Arc clearly benefits both the employees
and their employing agencies.

To underscore the importance of employing people with dis-
abilities, Maryland’s Harford County selected DTC as its public-
sector “Employer of the Year” for 2000. The DTC and the
Army’s Center for Health Promotion and Preventive Medicine
on APG were among several organizations and individuals coun-
ty officials lauded for having inclusive employment programs.
