Job seekers brave

stormy weather
for opportunities

The weather outside was fright-
ful but it didn’t stop hundreds of job-
seekers from attending the Harford
County Job Fair at the Richlin Ball-
room in Edgewood Sept. 29. On the
same day that remnants of Tropical
Storm Nicole roared through dump-
ing around eight inches of rain on the
region, more than 500 people braved
the weather to check out job opportu-
nities in Harford County.

The Susquehanna Workforce Net-
work, Inc. presents the fair twice
annually in partnership with the Har-
ford County Office of Economic
Development, the Chesapeake Sci-
ence and Security Corridor, the
Maryland Division of Labor, Licens-
ing and Regulation, the Harford
County Chamber of Commerce, Har-
ford Community College, and the
Army Community Service Employ-
ment Readiness Program at Aberdeen
Proving Ground. Forty employers,
including Aberdeen Proving Ground
organizations, and defense contrac-
tors, were on hand to provide infor-
mation and answer questions about
their organizations.

Joe Ricci, regional workforce coor-
dinator for the Susquehanna Work-
force Network, said organizers were
“extremely pleased” with the turnout.

“This is going very well consider-
ing the weather conditions,” he said.
“There’s been a steady flow of job
seekers since the doors opened.”

He said that in 2009 the Job fair
attracted more than 1,500 visitors and
that the network served more than
34,000 job seekers.

“We’re on pace to break that record
this year,” he said.

The network holds several fairs in
Harford and Cecil counties through-
out the year.

Aberdeen Proving Ground is unique
in the Army. As far as installations go,
APG is large. We have more than 144
miles of Chesapeake Bay coastline along
the base. But it’s not just unique because
it’s large. We’re unique because of our
people.

People are what make the difference.
This is also part of my personal philos-
ophy that has served me well in my 40
years in uniform.

To set things in perspective, “People
first, mission always.”

As the commander of the U.S. Army
Research, Development and Engineer-
ing Command, I have set in motion an
imperative. We call it the “5 P’s” for
short. That stands for people, places,
purse, processes and products. It’s a way
of looking at our mission and keeping us
centered on what’s important.

I believe in the 5 P’s, and I want to
share them with you because you may
find them useful in your organization.

Over the next five weeks, I want to
go into detail on this way of thinking.
Today, I want to talk about people.

Many of you remember the Army of
the 1970s. It was a challenging time to
be a Soldier. The military was recover-

ing from Vietnam, and we were moving
from a draft-time Army to an all-volun-
teer force. What brought us out of those
dark days was a focus on people.

In the 1980s, the Army introduced
the Noncommissioned Officer Education
System. For the first time ever, young
sergeants were getting a valuable educa-
tion. Our NCOs went from being fore-
men to having the same education that
we gave our officer corps. They under-
stood levels of technical competence in
their own specialty, in their own skill set.
They started learning leadership and the
strategic nature of the Army’s purpose.

It dramatically changed the Army.

We’re doing the same thing today
with Army Civilians. We want our work-
force to become multi-skilled, agile lead-
ers of the 21st Century.

So, it’s about workforce development.
Leaders at every level need to recognize
the benefits that come with a highly edu-
cated and motivated workforce.

As APG continues to grow, we have a
responsibility to make sure no one falls
through the crack. If someone is new,
make sure they have a sponsor. Spon-
sorship is something we should all take
seriously. Sponsors are responsible for
introducing the new employee to the
installation and the area.

You know what they say about first
impressions. It’s true.

If our focus is on people first, we need
to put more effort into recruiting, retain-
ing and educating our workforce. Folks,
this is easy. If you’ve been following
our social media sites like Facebook and
Twitter, you’ve been seeing a wide vari-
ety of jobs available at Aberdeen Prov-
ing Ground.

That’s recruiting. But we also need
to be proactive in matching the right
person with the right job. Hiring offi-
cials need to be asking the right ques-
tions. Leaders need to be making the
right choices.

Once we have a quality employee

onboard what are we doing to keep them
around?

Providing ample educational opportuni-
ties is part of the answer. Good leadership,
not just management, that’s another step
in the right direction. But quite honestly, I
believe there is more to it than that.

In order for people to truly feel like
their job is a perfect fit depends on three
things. Ask yourself these questions. Is
what you do challenging? Is it reward-
ing? And finally is it exciting?

A reward doesn’t just mean money.
Sure, it’s nice to be able to pay the bills.
But think for a minute how what you do
supports our Soldiers, our Warfighters.

All of us at Aberdeen Proving Ground
play a role in supporting our troops. We
all are in some small way making Amer-
ica safer.

That in itself is rewarding and excit-
ing. I encourage you to make your job
more challenging. It’s kind of like lift-
ing weights. You’ll never get any stron-
ger unless you push yourself to lift more.
You can make your job more challenging
by pushing yourself.

Finally, consider this, I don’t want the
best players from every team in the coun-
try. What I want is the best team in the
country. All of us at Aberdeen Proving
Ground have the potential to be mem-
bers of that team. Let’s work together
toward that goal. Army Strong!

CECOM
settles into
new Center

of Excellence

She, and the rest of the CECOM command group, moved into
the facility Oct4. The new headquarters is part of the first
phase of an overall $800 million construction project that
encompasses 2.5 million square feet of office, lab and admin-
istrative space.
Phase I includes a $477 million complex with nine buildings
totaling 1.5 million square feet with workspace for 5,000
personnel. The first group of four buildings was accepted
by the Corps of Engineers in June 2010 and another three
buildings was accepted Sept. 15, 2010. The remaining two
buildings and site work were accepted Sept. 30. Elements of
the C4ISR Center of Excellence continue to move into the new

buildings in phases.

Fire prevention origin

On October 8, 1871, a fire broke out
in a small barn in Chicago’s north side.
Two days later, when the fire was final-
ly brought under control, hundreds of
people had succumbed to the flames and
nearly four square miles of the city had
been destroyed by the conflagration.

This tragic event is remembered every
year during the second week of October
as National Fire Prevention Week. While
fire departments around the country con-
sider every day to be a day to teach fire
safety, it is during this week that fire
fighting services step up campaigns to
educate communities on about fire safe-
ty, home fire drills, smoke alarms, fire
prevention, and fire protection.

Fire safety awareness

The need for such ardent fire safe-
ty education initiatives becomes obvious
when one considers that in 1978 more
than 6,000 Americans lost their lives due
to fires at home or at work. While the num-
ber of fire-related deaths has decreased
since the late 1970s (down to approximate-
ly 3,000 in 2009), the amount of property
damage that has occurred due to fire has
increased from an estimated $2 billion in
1978 to approximately $8 billion last year.
If not for any other reason, these numbers
reflect the real need for public fire safety
awareness and education.

This year’s fire safety campaign
slogan, as prescribed by the National
Fire Protection Association (NFPA), is
“Smoke Alarms: A Sound You Can Live
With” It is likely that most people have
heard the phrase “Smoke detectors save
lives.” This motto has almost become
cliché because it is repeated so often
but it has been proven time and again
that adults do not actively inspect, test,
or change the batteries in their smoke
alarms as often as they should.

Smoke alarms have proven them-
selves as very effective devices for sav-
ing lives by alerting building occupants
early when there is an emergency. How-
ever, these devices only work when
they are properly maintained and tested.
Here are a few tips to help ensure proper
functioning of smoke alarms:

e The NFPA strongly suggests that
every bedroom possess a smoke alarm and
that at least one smoke alarm should be
on every level or floor of the occupancy.

e Hard-wired smoke alarms should
possess a battery backup for instances
when electric service is disrupted.

e Regardless of any variables, smoke
alarm batteries should be replaced twice a
year. One method for remembering this is to
change the batteries when changing clocks
for daylight savings or standard time.

¢ Smoke alarms should be tested once
every month by activating the audible

berlis

alert mechanism by pushing the smoke
alarm’s test button.

* Smoke alarms that are more than 10-
years-old should be replaced with a new
smoke alarm.

* Practice home fire drills often, espe-
cially if young children, elderly, or spe-
cial needs persons reside in the home.

* Establish a family “meeting place”
in the event of a fire. Its location should
be far enough away from the house to
provide a safe area of refuge but not so
far away to confuse Family members
or responding emergency personnel. An
ideal “meeting place” may include a
backyard swing set, a well known tree,
or a neighbor’s front steps.

Outgoing HHC Commande

For an outsider looking in, it may
appear that Capt. Norven Charles’ job
as the Headquarters and Headquarters
Company Commander for the 20th Sup-
port Command is a dream job with many
advantages. He has a reserved parking
space, comfortable office, and his pho-
tograph is posted on the outside of his
headquarters building.

But that’s where the perks end.

“It’s a twenty-four-hour job, and you
are always on duty,” Charles said.

He should finally get some after pass-
ing the guidon to a new commander
Oct. 1.

For the past 15 months, Charles main-
tained a demanding schedule at the 20th
Support Command. As the commander
of HHC, he was responsible for account-
ability of all Soldiers within the unit.

“I needed to know where every Sol-
dier was at any given time,” Charles
said. “We don’t want any Soldier to be
unaccounted for.”

As he prepares to go to Alaska for his
next assignment, Charles took some time
to reflect on a job and career that has
made him the Soldier he is today.

While most employees end their work
day around five, sometimes Charles’
work day is just beginning.

“I have an open-door policy, and some-
times a Soldier wants to talk about issues
they are experiencing,” Charles said.

Charles said he knows that a Soldier’s
personal problems can affect morale and
productivity on the job, so he always
makes time to listen. He frequently coun-
sels Soldiers who are facing a variety
of personal and professional challenges.
If any Soldier becomes hospitalized or
injured, Charles is there. He even sends
out monthly e-mails recognizing the birth-
days of Soldiers within the command.

“To me, Soldiers are people, and I care
about their well being,” Charles said.

Charles said he knows personally
how much an encouraging word can
affect someone for the better.

“As a teenager growing up in Brook-
Iyn, New York, I started hanging with
the wrong crowd, and made some bad
choices,” Charles said.

He was caught vandalizing and shop-
lifting, and landed in a judge’s court-
room three times.

It took a member of the community to
talk some sense into him.

“One of the elders in the communi-
ty told me to stop what I was doing or I
could end up in jail,” Charles said. “As
a kid in high school, I took a field trip to
prison, and I knew that was some place I
didn’t want to be.”

When an Army recruiter called Charles
in 1993, he was ripe for the picking.

After researching the various careers
available, he joined the Army as an
Infantryman. He performed well and
transferred from the enlisted to the Offi-
cer Corps in 2003.

Charles’ past assignments include:
Battalion Chemical Officer, 1st Battal-
ion, 325th Airborne Infantry Regiment,

Fort Bragg, N.C.; Platoon Leader, 101st
Chemical Company, Fort Bragg, N.C.;
and CBRN Joint Response Team Lead-
er, Company C, 22d Chemical Battalion
(Technical Escort). Additionally, Charles
deployed as a battle captain and battalion
chemical officer for 1/325th Airborne
Infantry Regiment during Operation
Iraqi Freedom.

Charles is leaving the 20th SUPCOM
with mixed emotions.

“I am ready for the challenge at a new
command, but I am really going to miss
the folks, here,” Charles said. “The 20th
Support Command is a diverse group
with various backgrounds. I enjoy work-
ing with the people.”

Sometimes Charles faced challeng-

es, however. He said it was tough work-
ing in an organization where many of the
Soldiers held higher ranks than he.

“I’ve often compared my job as HHC
commander to being the mayor of Wash-
ington, D.C.,” Charles said. “It’s my job
to run the city, but everyone works for
the president.”

Despite these challenges, Charles has
made an impact on the 20th. His co-
workers said his presence will be missed
because he is an asset to the command.

“He’s the best commander I've
worked with,” HHC 1st Sgt. Terry Sykes
said. “He is very knowledgeable as a
leader, but he also finds time to roll up
his sleeves and work.”

Under his command, Charles and
his team ensured a member of 20th
SUPCOM HHC was personally there
to welcome home a Soldier return-
ing from a deployment to Iraq and
Afghanistan. He also helped organize
numerous events for the command,
and he and his team have raised mon-
ey for the command through innova-
tive fundraisers.

Many Soldiers, however, believe
Charles’ greatest legacy will be his
implementation of “The Dirty D’s.”

Just before the 20th SUPCOM troops
break their formation for the weekend,
they all recite the “Dirty D’s™:

e Don’t drink and drive.

e Don’t do drugs.

e Don’t beat your spouse, kids, or pet.
* Don’t be dishonest

¢ Don’t have unprotected sex.

Charles said these rules are basic
tips for success. He said he cares deep-
ly about his unit, and doesn’t want to
see anyone end up in a bad situation
because of poor choices.

“When I go back to New York, it sad-
dens me to see that a lot of the guys I
grew up with are either in jail or dead,”
Charles said. “I’m grateful the Army has
helped to mold me into the man I am
today.”

Before touring the labs of WMRD,
Miller spoke about the core compe-
tencies of ARL, as well as the need to
branch out into new fields of research
with the intent of meeting the needs of
the Army’s future.

“ARL has long term enduring needs
that will always be essential. It is also
crucial to anticipate the needs of the
future force,” Miller said. “Lethality,
protection, networks and sensors are
important areas for us.”

Stein spoke about past efforts on
robot technology and said he would
hope to establish more relationships in

the future.

“I give many thanks for the educa-
tional and informative information,”
he said. “I think it will help establish
more collaboration in the future.”

ARL briefed Stein and the mem-
bers of the German office on vari-
ous areas of WMRD and toured the
Rodman Laboratory.

Keeping storm water flowing and free of pollutants

We have all seen the headlines this year, about ‘Mas-
sive flooding occurring across the nation due to heavy
rains’. Entire cities, such as Nashville, Tn. and New
York City, N.Y. have been affected. Recently, in Por-
tage, Wisc., a levee failure caused residents to evacu-
ate their homes. While our local community may not
be experiencing something on such a tragic scale, most
of us are aware of the problems that can be caused by
flooding. One of the leading causes of water damage
to homes occurs from improperly maintained storm
water control systems. Storm water which is not cap-
tured by storm drains or is allowed to pool up by our
homes can not only cause damage to our property but
can also pick up contaminants, such as oils and fertiliz-

ers, before it reaches streams and rivers, and finally the
Chesapeake Bay.

So, what is a storm water control system? Most
homeowners don’t notice them until they clog, but
rain gutters and downspouts are vital to keeping
homes stormwater free. When gutters and down-
spouts clog, storm water is forced to flow near the
foundations, o causing damage. It is important to
clean rain gutters and down spouts for debris, leaves,
dirt, and trash twice a year; once in the spring and
again in the fall.

Also often overlooked are the storm drains that line
streets. With the onset of the autumn season, the trees
will soon turn spectacularly colorful and then shed their
leaves for winter. While the scenery can be breath tak-
ing, leaves can accumulate in stormwater drains caus-

Energy Awareness Month is an
annual event which promotes a greater
consciousness of energy consumption,
wiser use of limited energy resources
and reaffirms the importance of ener-
gy to the economic prosperity, security
and growth of America.

The 2010 Energy Awareness
Month theme is “POWERING
AMERICA; We’re On Target.” The
theme depicts how, across the nation,
Federal agencies continue to zero in
on energy targets to stimulate the
economy, lower operating expens-
es, reduce greenhouse gas emissions,
and achieve long-term energy and
economic security.

The federal government is point-
ing the way toward energy securi-
ty and renewed economic prosperity.
Investments in clean energy technol-
ogies are accelerating at an unprec-
edented pace. Replacing outdated
vehicles with fuel-efficient hybrid
and alternative fuel vehicles is trans-
forming the federal fleet and automo-
tive infrastructure; procurement of
efficient products is reducing ener-
gy demand; constructing, operating,
and maintaining high-performance
buildings is tapping the power of
efficiency and renewable resourc-
es. Collectively, these efforts are

expanding industries, creating jobs,
and positioning America at the cen-
ter of a global economy for sustain-
able energy.

es, quickly sent word to

his fellow DSRs around the world and
they just as quickly fired back a half doz-
en responses.

“It works like it’s supposed to,”
said Drumm. “Just use the tools of the
trade.”

Lorraine Temple, site leader and DSR
at DLA Disposition Services Aberdeen,
responded first, the very next day. She
scored big for her home installation by
staying plugged in to Aberdeen Prov-
ing Ground chatter through attendance at
environmental, security, safety and com-
mander-tenant meetings at the post. She
knew tenants there had been asking for
recycling bins and that the APG Garrison
didn’t have the funds to buy them.

“I knew there was a need,” said Tem-
ple. “The Qualified Recycling Program
(QRM) manager was quite excited.”

For good reason. The acquisition is
expected to benefit the installation in a
myriad of ways.

“Free bins save the garrison forty-
two thousand dollars from purchase
costs [and] help promote the recycling
program by having receptacles with
the recycling logo,” said Janmichael
Graine, QRM manager at Aberdeen.
Additionally, he said that increased
recycling saves the installation mon-
ey in disposal costs and “the more we
recycle, the more we advance the garri-
son toward the Army goal of forty per-
cent diversion from landfills.”
